8) Linda Saxon addressed Council concerning the Town' s Annual Accessibility Plan.
Due to the time constraints of the Town' s Procedural by-Law, Mrs. Saxon indicated
she was only highlighting hcr concerns about the Annual Accessibility Plan.

Ms. Saxon indicated she felt it would be beneficial to list in the Annual Plan the year in
which accomplishments were completed; otherwise one might assume they were

completed in one year. She felt some of the accomplishments listed were vague and
misleading. She continued to express her opinion with questions and comments as
follows:

1. A Web Access Consultant should be hired to ensure the Town' s website IS

compliant with the standard.
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2, The L~brary Parking Lot was paved, long after requested, but there is only oneaccessIble space.

3. In reference to ' developing a rapport' with private sector organizations to addressareas o.f accessibility concerns and develop solutions; previously the AccessibilityCornmlttee worked with local businesses to identify concerns; in reality only 2businesses were contacted.

4. The by-law concerning accessible parking has not been adopted and should not belisted as an accomplishment. Without the by-law there can be no enforcement,
spaces can be arbitrarily removed, and there is no standard \ vhich explains whyNo Frills parking lot has signs, Sabey' s does not and neither does Tim Horton' s,
Drug Stores and the Police Station to name a few.

5, The Golfview Park \valkway was finally installed but the Accessibility Committee
carried a motion to also investigate an accessible ground cover in the plaYb1found
area,

6, Funding for an inclusive playground means that children with disabilities will
have to travel to a central location whereas children with no disability can use
there 0\Vl1 neighbourhood playground equipment.

7. Traffic light with visual feature was installed at Pickering and Sandwich; however
previous plans listed ' install sound system on traffic lights because the barrier was
persons with ' visual and audio impairment unable to know status of traffic lights'.

8. The Ontarians with Disabilities Act requires that Annual Municipal AccessibilityPlans list the by- laws, policies, programs, practices and services that the
Municipality will review in the coming year to identify barriers. This is listed on

page 3 of the plan. The by-laws reviewed were not listed in 2005, 2006 or in this
2007 plan.

9. Regarding the barriers identified, a number of the items in the plan have been
there since 2003 only the status of those items is simply ongoing.

10, Clerk' s offices and Planning and Building Offices are not accessible nor will thcybe once the proposed kiosk is built.

11. Does the Town not have Policies on accommodating employees \\lith disabilities?
Does the Town not have policies on the hiring of employees with disabilities?

12. Recognizing organizational accomplishments in ensuring their premises arc

accessible; this is not a barrier nor is awareness a type of barrier. As for the
remedy, ' develop criteria and award system tor Council approval', since the
Town has not adopted any standards, I fail to sce how it can reward others,
besides, it is the Town' s job to ensure the premises are accessible.

13. Regarding the review, monitoring and communication ofthc plan, the last public
consultation was held November 2005 at which time the Accessibility Committee
revealed that it would hold Public Meetings once every 5 years. I requested a
Publie Meeting annually but the Committee decided on every five years,

14. I contacted the Accessibility Directorate of Ontario and received the following
response: ..." the Public Meetings should be held every year",

15. I have provided input every year since the first plan in 2003, Since I was denied
the opportunity to provide input on this years plan, these arc items I would
suggest for inclusion for example:

June 25, 2007

Your worship Mayor Hurst, Members of Council, ladies and gentlemen.

Please allow me to begin by saying that after having been away on a week's vacation, it was

good to come home and find that we as taxpayers had won at least a partial victory when council stated
that everything regarding the Navy Yard Park would be put on hold pending further consultation and
communication with the Parks Committee and also public impul. I think that's a good thing and a step
forward but I' m sorry to say that that's not good enough

It is with great sadness and also anger that I am here before you tonight first of all as a

taxpayer of this great town of ours, and also as a member of the Parks Committee, past President of
Fort Malden Horticultural Society and a member of the Steering Committee of Concerned Citizens. I am

sad and angry that we have lost so many healthy, beautiful, mature trees from within our park for no

legitimate reason. It is particularly upsetting because Essex County already had less than three per
cent tree coverage, the worst record in the province of Ontario and maybe even in all of Canada.

We cannot afford and we must not allow the destruction of good and healthy trees just
because someone in administration or a town official feels they ought to be eliminated. That to me is a

sin and can be punished by law. All those involved from those who gave the order to those who

executed the order violated the town's bylaw on tree cutting. The bylaw applies to the town itself just as

much as it applies to any other person.
The mayor and council have so far been unwilling to tell us who in administration ordered

the cutting down of these trees and why. This is a very simple but also a very essential question that

must be answered to the public at large.
The mayor and council have complained about the negativity this situation has created in.

front of the TV cameras, on radio and the front pages of our newspapers_.. _well " HELLO"... .who

created this this fiasco....it certainly wasn' t the taxpayer. Rather it was this administration and council

who failed us and whose ethics are questionable to say the least. They went around in a very sneaky
fashion on a holiday long weekend and plundered our park and robbed citizens and visitors alike of

some of the beauty this park is recognized for. What a shamel What a travesty! What a horrible thing
to do.

I agree with the editor of the Echo who says that the time to resolve the park controversy is

now. So how do we do that? There are actually many ways to accomplish this. First and formost, this

administration needs to be open and honest and tell us exactly why these healthy trees had to fall and

who ordered them to fall. Second, we could ask for the appointment of an impartial and outstanding
ombudsman who would investigate the entire situation and report back to council and the public. Third,

we can call for a judicial inquiry to end this impass in which we find ourselves. We can also proceed by
private prosecution against all of those who may have been involved and we are considering this option.
We are also considering putting lawn signs throughout the town saying" STOP THE PLUNDERING
OF OUR PARK" or "STOP THE CHOP" or simply " STOP CUTTING OUR TREES". I' m sure any or all

would be effective. However all these suggestions are very time consuming. We want and we need to

end this NOW so I would like to suggest to you that we begin a transparent dialogue to address these

issues that have arisen and find remedies to ensure that these issues do not arise again_ I also suggest
that you appoint three members of council, preferably deputy mayor Bailey and councillors Sutton and
Pillon to sit down with the Parks Committee and the Steering Committee of Concerned Citizens to

work out a plan of action Of course we would need all items regarding the Navy Yard Park to be on

the agenda for discussion and action. Findings would then be presented to Council and the public for

imput and final approval before implementation_
I believe this to be the best possible way to move forward in the interest of Council, the

taxpayers, and even the developers_ Failing this, however, we would be back to our other options and

continue with what we are seeing now at our council meetings. I am sure we all have more pleasant
things to do with our time.

PRESENTATION TO COUNCIL-JUNE 25, 2007

Tonight I wish to speak on the subject of the access road as described in the site

plan agreement between the Salmoni owners and the Town.

The agreement for the access road or right-of-way to be changed from running along
the north face of the blrilding to running through the existing parking lot area in the

square and sweeping down the slope to meet the existing road was based on an

incorrect assumption by Council. I quote the Echo' s comments of April 19, 2005:

Joe Toth, representing Mike Angileri and his partners, said a number of issues came

np during the pnblic meeting process that they wanted to resolve. One of them was

access with the current 16- foot laneway adjacent to the site deemed insufficient.

Toth pointed out that fire trucks would have an inadequate tuming radius from the

current laneway and proposed using a Janeway near the entrance to tlle current

parking lol......."

After the tree cutting in the park and coming to grips with the plans for the access

road extension south, we discovered tllere had been no report from the fire

department in 2005 requesting a larger tuming radius on the extension of Richmond

Street. In fact, the fire department would not take tnIcks behind the building for fear

of being trapped there in the case of a fire. I do not know where Mr. Toth got his

infonnation. I, being a councillor at the time, took his statement as based on fact and

tllat a redesign of the square rectified the situation.

The tum adjacent to the building appears not to be a problem because for years

garbage and delivery trucks serviced the buildings on the road. Reverting back to

this roadway for access to the new building, therefore, should not be difficult.

As to who would pay for the right-of-way through the parking lot the site plan
agreement states quite plainly on page 6, paral,'faph 38, ".... the Owner is required to

construct at its cost the said Right-of-Way and any and all ancillary work....". In

paral,'faph 39 it states any redevelopment, alterations and enhancements would be

paid by the Owner. In paragraph 40 it states, " The Owner shan mitigate all
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You have lost a great number of trees due to the Emerald Ash Bore and
now due to indiscriminate tree removal bv man.

Council has stated the trees will be replaced. I APPLAUD YOU ON
THAT DECISION.

Now I must ask about the encroachment of a road on PARK LAND.
What about the trees and vegetation in the path ofthis proposed self

serving access road?

Once one S/luare inch ofa park is lost. it is lost forever.

Now you are considering a curbless access road 270 x 23 feet plus a

parking area for five cars. This will impact nearly four acres of

parkland GONE FOREVER.

I QUESTION THE SAFETY OF AN ACCESS ROAD CUITING
THROUGH THE PARK WERE CHILDREN GATHER AND PLAY.

We, members of the Ontario Horticultural Society, will be closely
monitoring the progress made by you the Council of Amherstburg as

you resolve this problem with your Navy Yard Park.

The decisions made here over this body of land can impact all

Municipal Parks in Canada, let alone Ontario.

Surely, you
realized that ~uch behaviour would be a direct insult to the speakers involved and seemed deliberate to me . In my
opinion, these actions told the people ofAmherstburg that what they had to say was of little importance or interest to
either you or Mr. Pizzuto. Hopefully that was not the intent and I am requesting that both the you and Frank Pizzuto
address these action~ publicly at the next council meeting.

Another insult came when Councillor, Paul Renaud went out of his way to compliment Nancy Greenaway for her
presentation and totally ignored all other speakers. What was that all about? Why was M~, Greenaway' s presentation
the only one recognized by this Councillor? Makes one wonder again as to what is really going on with this entire
council. Mr. Renaud, I am requesting that you also respond publicly at the next council meeting explaining your
reasoning for such rudeness.

Concerning the tree cutting issues, I find it very difficult to accept that the mayor and council members did not know
that such an order was given and to he carried out on that holiday weekend. of. However, not every council
member acknowledged this at the last council meeting. As I recall, Rosa White and Paul Renaud did not comment on
whether they knew or not. Having said that , I am requesting that Council members Rosa White and Paul Renaud
respond publicly to the people of Amherstburg at the next council meeting as to whether they had any knowledge of
this order prior to the actual cutting down of those trees.

It is of the utmost importance to the credibility of the mayor, and every council member, that the following question
be answered individually and noted at the very next council meeting:

DO YOU ~ KNOW WHO ORDERED THE
TREES TO BE CUT DOWN IN OUR NAVY YARD?

If anyone answers " yes" . I am requesting the name be made public immediately. This is the only way the
Amherstburg mayor and council can earn the trust and respect of the Amherstburg residents. Always be honest and

June 25, 2007

Your Worship, Mayor Hurst and Members of Council.

My name is Steve Patrick.

This evening I want to speak to you about the vegetation growth in the Big Creek,
south of the bridge on County Road 18, previously known as the Pike Road.
This property is owned by Christine Klym and it continues to run into the James Massen
property and ends at the bridge on Creek Road.

There used to be a natural water channel through these properties, and it now is so

overgrown with marsh weeds and brush, that the water has no way to get away naturally.
When we get spring flooding or heavy rains, 2- 3 inches, my property floods due to the
blockage. The flooding effect is getting higher and higher as the weeds keep getting
thicker and thicker. I have experienced a great change.
Also, the Town of Amherstburg, has a storm sewer along the north side of Alma Street
which drains water from Park Place subdivision, plus there is water coming into this
drain from parts of the former Anderdon Township.
All this water from this system eventually flows and drains onto my property and can' t

get away due to the ma'iS of vegetation and brush that is growing on the Klym and
Massen properties at the other end.

I can and will be available to take and show any council member this problem so

they could see for themselves.
I think the Town of Amherstburg should be concerned.
I' m asking you Mayor Wayne Hurst and the elected members of council if you would
look into this matter and come up ,"-lth a solution of how to improve this situation.

My property has been in my family for 70 years, and I know the way the water system
works here.

The Creekside Hunting and Fishing Club has been granted a 2 year permit to drain
and pump water out of the marsh plus build dykes for recreational purposes. This also
causes vegetation to grow which has an impact on flooding on my property. For
landowners north of their club - natural water HAS to flow south and have an outlet
like in the past.
Thc flooding on my property, due to the above issues, are of a great concern to mc.
