Discussion

R.White — Options presented are all very viable. Reason for supporting option B is that
all of these streets are in poor condition the other options would only be half done. Felt
that with the interest with the Provincial and Federal government in continuing to support
the municipality in the future we can complete Concession #3 all at once and have it done
right.

J. Sutton — Along the Concession #3 option he wants to see it placed high on our priority
list, not with this funding but certainly with the 2009 budget discussions. It makes sense
that when we are repairing roads we should complete them once. He supports option B
but would like Council to make some definitive plans to include Concession #3 in the
2009 budget deliberations.

R. Pillon — Option D should have been on the list. Concession #9 is a gravel road and
needs to be completed. To date we have not had a delegation put pressure on us and
maybe this Council needs that. Now we’re fortunate enough to get a chunk of the money
from the Province and we can do that road now. There is a federal business on that road
too - the Trap Shoot Gun Club. Concession #3 is a $900,000 price tag and for us to
budget that all in one year would be pretty hefty and pull from all other projects. A good
option is to consider Concession #9 on and tar chip it since that would not take the full
amount.

R. Fryer — All 3 options have merit. Along with the one Councillor Pillon mentioned.
Option A question — Is allowing for Phase 2, 3 and 4 full restoration and a new base
asphalt from sidewalk to sidewalk. Does this not include Maple and Elm Streets to begin
with? L. Zarlenga responded that this option includes eradicating the gravel shoulders
and would include existing sidewalks, not new sidewalks and not include curb and gutter.
It is a worthwhile project but you would still only be doing half the job. The
recommendation to go with Option B is also due to receiving Council direction
previously to complete an area only once so we do not need to go back. Also looked at
option D but it is not on the report because it would cost well over a half a million
dollars.

Deputy Mayor Bailey — Accepted the rationale for Option B. Questioned Option A —
Anything budgeted this year or will it be in 2009? Is this simply restoring the area? L.
Zarlenga replied that the funds available are $250,000 in contingency funds and the
contract value for portions of the road. To complete sidewalk to sidewalk that would be
an additional $500,000.
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Mayor Hurst — Commended Council on this decision. Noted that there are many worthy
projects in our community that need to be done. He will still pursue the senior level of
government for more funding of infrastructure. He understood the needs Councillor
Pillon and Councillor Fryer want to address. However, County Road 20 should not be
paid for by Amherstburg. This is a County Road and pressure needs to be placed on the
County to complete this work. We need to be able to look at the rural areas and evaluate
them in a particular budget year. People want service and Council will try to address
their needs.
