Dear Councillor Pillon:

We are deeply concerned about the water quality in Lake Erie, neighbouring the Lakewood
Beach area. On numerous occasions this summer, we have experienced strong, sewage-like
odour and debris along the beach in front of our homes. Clearly, there must be a connection
between these situations and the high-bacteria, beach closing reports issued by the local Medical
Officer ofHealth for the area.

Attached are recent photos taken on 18 July 2010, showing a plume of sewage-like waste

washing up on shore in our area (between 161 and 175 Lakewood) with a strong, sewage..;like
odour.

According to discussions with ERCA officials it is our understanding that water quality in Lake
Erie, along the Willow and Lakewood Beach areas, has not improved since the installation of

sanitary sewers in the area. We find this very disturbing and question if the area sewer

infrastructure was properly installed and if the' area waste treatment systems are properly
operating. We would like to know if ~treated sewage has been released into area waterways by
Town treatment systems any time this year (2010) and in particular from the newly constructed

WillowlLakewood Beach treatment facilities.

Last summer we had similar incidents occur in the area. One particular incident was reported to

Town and OCWA officials who indicated that the debris in the water was simply " seaweed".

Subsequent testing by, ERCA revealed &-coli levels exceeding 4000 ppm, something not

consistent with seaweed in om view. ( Our Wlders1anding is that beach closings are posted at E-

coli levels of 100 ppm..) After a follow-up meeting with Town officials, we were promised a

copy of the Report to Council on this matter, which we are still waiting to receive a year later.

Thank you.for your attention to our concerns. We look forward to receiving your comments in
this regard.

COUNTY OF ESSEX

The County of Essex completed the Windpower
and Renewable Energy Planning Study that

resulted in the adoption of Renewable Energy
policies through Official Plan Amendment No. I

to the County's Official Plan.

A Steering Committee, comprising senior

planning staff from the County and each of the

lower-tier municipalities, completed a consultation

and review process to finalize the new policies for

the County of Essex. All.comments and

suggestions from Federal and Provincial Ministries

and agencies, local municipal councilors, staff;
other County agencies such as ERCA,

stakeholders, local environmental and birding 12



Planning - Studies, I<epo'lts, Jnitiatives
7'lom Ac'lOSS the I<egion

experts, energy proponents, and the general

public, were duly considered.

The policies presented to County Council were

the culmination of an Open House', two Public

Meetings, and hundreds of individual

consultations. The goal at the outset of the .

process was to establish a Set of policies that would

ensure consistency throughout the County when

dealing with renewable energy projects.

Further, the policies strike the necessary balance

that will permit development of renewable energy

systems, yet provide benchmarks to protect against
adverse impacts on local residents and sensitive

points of reception. The policies were adopted by
County Council inJune of 2008 and subsequently
approved, with modifications, by the Ministry of

Municipal Affairs and Housing.

In 2008, the County initiated the

preparation of a Request for Proposals for

the mandatory five-year review of the

County Official Plan.

As part of this review, senior planning staff

from the County and the lower tier

municipalities will work closely' with the

consultant to co-ordinate and address

inter-municipal planning related matters

including the allocation of population,

housing and employment projections,

identifYing areas where growth will be

directed, identifying targets for

intensification and redevelopment, and

establishing minimum targets to be met

before settlement area boundaries can be

expanded. It i~ anticipated that the project
will be completed by the end of 20io.

TOWN OF AMHERSTBURG

The Town of Amherstburg passed site plan
agreements in December of 2008 for the

development of solar energy systems on three sites

comprising a total of 555 acres in the Town. The

solar energy systems will occupy 420 acres of

those sites. Amendments to the Town's Official

Plan and Zoning By-law, allowing for the solar

energy systems, were adopted by Council and the

OPA was approved, with modifications, by the

County of Essex.

Based on consultation with Miiustries and

agencies, changes were incorporated into the new

Official Plan and a revised document was adopted
by Council and forwarded to the County for

approval. Technical studies related to the Big'
Creek Watershed Plan have commenced and the

first public workshop was held in November of

A Traffic Study pertaining to the area of

Sandwich, Pickering and Dalhousie Streets has

been completed. Administration is now preparing
a report on the recommendations contained in the

study for Council consideration and direction.

The Town is in receipt of a diaft Environmental

Impact Statement/ Environmental Screening
Report for a wind energy system in the southwest

portion of the Town for review and comments.

The project consists of five, two megawatt wind

turbines.

TOWN OF ESSEX

The Town of Essex incorporated ministry and

agency comments into its new comprehensive '
Official Plan and is anticipating County approval
early in 2009. Work also began on the new

comprehensive Zoning By- la'Vo which will

implement the policies and provincial mandates

set out in the new Official Plan. Adoption of

these two documents will eliminate the four

municipal Official Plans and Zoning By-laws in

effect since the .amalgamation in 1999.

The Town initiated an energy audit of its facilities

and operations with a view to making its activities

greener, more productive and energy efficient.

Consultants working for the Towp. completed a

resident attitude survey to get a better

understanding of ci~ ns' environmental

behaviors, attitudes and concerns.

In August/ September 2008, 300 ,telephone
interviews were conducted to determine citizens'

energy conservation efforts and priorities, their

interest in expanded public parks, renewable

energy, public transit, recycling initiatives and

maJ;ly other factors related to energy use and

conservation.

This in turn will mark the start of a larger green

initiative, the creation and adoption of a

Sustainability Master Plan. It will provide a

framework for Council and the people of Essex to

make the most efficient use of limited financial

and physical resources, provide a balanced

approach toward achieving economic prosperity,
good public health and the conservation of

resources and natural areas, all in a sustainable

and productive manner for the benefit of present

and future generations.

TOWN OF KlNGSVILLE

In May 2008, Council directed that the IMPCC

Healthy Places, Healthy People" document be

incorporated as an appendix to the Town's

Development Manual. This document now

represents Council's statement of principles for

im~roving the built environment and recognizing
the unique character of the Town when planning
new development. 14-

The Town, in cooperation with the community-
based Economic Development Committee and

Industry Canada, have undertaken to address

Socio-Economic Development Strategies which

will recognize the influence of global, regional
and local economic pressures on the Town's ability
to take advantage of opportunities and to weather

immediate and future challenges. Council has

endorsed a strategy which acts as a basis for future

Community Improvement Plans and se€tor

specific economic development strategies which

build up on sustainable values of the community.

Also in 2008, the Active Transportation
Committee established designated bike routes

within the urban communities of Kingsville,
Rpthven and Cottam, had 2. 5 km of edgelines
installed and 26 " Share the Road" signs placed on

roadways. It also developed guidelines for the

development of bicycle facilities throughout the

Town.

TOWN OF LAKESHORE

The new Town of Lakeshore Official Plan was

adopted by Council on May 26, 2008 and is

currently awaiting approval from the County of

Essex. This plan consolidates and replaces the

five Official Plans of the former municipalities to

ensure consistent and ~quitable planning decisions

across the Town. This Plan provides a blueprint
for growth over the 20 year planning period by
incorporating a growth management framework

which ensures orderly and efficient development
patterns by building sustainable and complete
communities while protecting and enhancing the

Town's rich natural and agricultural resources.

On December 9, 2008, Council adopted a Policy
for the Development and/ or Redevelopment of

Telecommunication Tower/ Antenna Facilities.

The purpose of this policy is to outline the local

land use consultation process and guidelines to be

followed in evaluating telecommunication facility
proposals within the Town of Lakeshore by
providing guidance to the telecommunication

industry, Industry Canada, Town Council, Town

Staff and members of the public.

Also in 2008, the Town of Lakeshore completed a

draft Secondary Plan for the Advance Boulevard

and Croft Drive Area. The primary purpose of

this Plan is to establish a policy framework from

which to realize the Town's long term planning
strategy for the study area and to provide the basis

for future development to ensure the efficient use

of land and infrastructure. The study area is

intended to develop for a range of industrial,

employment, commercial and residential uses.

Finally, in 2008 the Town of Lakeshore

commenced a Community Improvement Plan

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CIP) for the recently expanded Belle River

Business Improvement Area (BlA). The purpose

of this Community Iptprovement Plan (CIP) is to

articulate a vision for the Belle River Business

Improvement Area (BlA) base~ on an assessment

of past experience and future prospects, along
with a realistic plan to guide improve~ ents.

TOWN OF LASALLE

An integrated transportation and urban design
study and environmental assessment for the

Malden Road Corridor was completed in 2008.

This planning stUdy and environmental

assessment involved extensive stakeholder and

community consultation. A broad range of

improvements were identified in the final report,

together with an implementation strategy for a

phased re-construction program that will enhance

public safety for pedestrians, cyclists and motorists

and will support on-going Town efforts to create

and maintain a vibrant, compact and pedestrian-
scaled Mixed-Use Town Centre on Malden Road.

As part of an initial stage of the Town's Five-Year

Official Plan Review, work commenced on the

preparation of a Natural Heritage Update. Once

completed, Town Staff will review the findings of

this study and will prepare a report for Council

that incorporates recommended implementation/
policy revisions to the LaSalle Official Plan.

A master plan was prepared and adopted by
Council for the redevelopment of a former

marina located on the LaSalle Waterfront. Public,

agency and stakeholder input was obtained for

this master plan during a three-day design
charrette. This plan is being used by Town

Council to redevelop this Town-owned site for

waterfront park purposes and as, the site for a new

University of Windsor Aquatic Research ,Centre.

An environmental assessment for the Huron

Church Line Road Corridor was completed in

2008. New trails, sidewalks, street trees and other

amenities (intended to enhance public safety for

pedestrians and cyclists) have been incorporated
as part of the final approved EA document for this

corridor. These new trails and sidewalks are being
integrated with the Town's existing trail/ sidewalk

network and will connect witli the new trails/

bikeways that are planned for the new Highway
40 I extension located along and across the

existing Highway 3/ Talbot Road corridor.

MUNICIPALTIY OF LEAMINGTON

The Leamington Official Plan was approved by
the Gounty of Essex on February 5, 2008. A

consultant was subsequently hired to review and

update the Official Plan based on the recent

changes to the Planning Act (Bill 51) in addition to

16
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reviewing housekeeping amendments and the

wind and alternative energy policies.

Administration worked on the final draft of the

new Zoning By- la\v, which consolidated the By-
laws of the former Town~hip of Mersea and the

former Town of Leamington. A series of public

meetings and open houses were conducted in

order to obtain public consultation.

A financial consultant was hired and work began
on the preparation of the Background Report for

the Deve1~pment Charges. The existing by-law

expires in August of 2009.

TOWN OF TECUMSEH

The Town of Tecumseh continued work towards

the completion of a new Official Plan and Zoning
By- law.. Work began on the identification of key
issues and the collection of background data to be

used in the preparation of issues reports that will

guide the forthcoming public consultation and

policy development phase for the new Plan.

A draft Situational Analysis Report was completed
in 2008, providing critical background and

contextual information towards the development'
of the'Town' s first Parks and Recreation Master

Plan. In addition, preliminary planning and

design for a new municipal waterfront park on the

former Lakewood Golf Course Clubhouse lands

began in 2008.

Work progressed on the preparation of the Town's

Transportation Master Plan. Two open houses

and a visioni~g session were held in 2008 and

Council adopted eight key transportation

principles that will provide a basis for a more

balanced transportation vision which, in turn, will

guide the development of transportation strategies
and polices. In addition, public information

brochures were prepared with respect to' cycling
and roundabouts.

The Town continued to work on the Tecumseh

Hamlet Secondary Plan particularly as it relates to

the integration of other environmental assessment

processes regarding transpqrtation and

stormwater management issues. This Plan will

provide a detailed policy environment to guide
future development in the Tecumseh Hamlet, with

the aim being to provide liveable, mixed-use

neighbourhoods.

A significant portion of the Brighton Road

Reconstruction Project took place in 2008. This

projec,t incorporates active transportation and

traffic calming design elements including: a

multipurpose pathw~y, Share the Road signs,
roundabouts, traffic circles, chicanes, and

boulevard street trees.
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Appendix 1

Healthy, Places, Healthy People
Smart Choices for the Windsor-Essex Region a/ Ontario

Community planning professionals from across this region have come together to prepare and sign the following
statement of principles to guide public policy, to stimulate informed public debate, and to build a coalition of Iike-
minded professionals in all sectors of the community including the engineering, architecture. health care,

education and public administrative disciplines, to improve the quality of life for inhabitants of our region and for
future generations:

The region, city, towns, villages and the countryside

1. The health and well being of the inhabitants of the Windsor-Essex Region of Ontario requires strategic decision-
making with respect to land use, transportation, infrastructure, growth management, natural heritage, social,
economic and environmental planning.

2. The Windsor-Essex Region of Ontario, comprising the city, towns, villages and the surrounding countryside, rivers
and lakes, represents an Important economic, social and ecological unit that must plan, fonnulate public policy,
develop and implement strategies, and make decisions In a coordinated and comprehensive manner that will Improve
the health and well being of all citizens ofttlis region.

3. Economic vitality, healthy environments and community stability requires: a re-investment in our existing urban
cantres; the reconflguration of sprawling suburbs into neighbourhoods and town centres where walking. cycling and
transit become viable transportation and active/healthy lifestyle options; the preservation, conservation, and
enhancament of our natural and built heritage features as cornerstones of all future decision-making; and a reglonall
watershed approach to improving the quality of our air and our ground and surface water resources.

4. We have a responsibility to our. children and grandchildren to take a lead role In working with decision-makers,

community leaders, and a broad range of stakeholders, to significantly reduce greenhouse gas emissions and energy
consumption in our region, by promoting settlement patterns, built fonns, and transportation systems that create more

sustainable, efficient, healthy and livable communities.

5. Financial resources and revenues need to be shared more cooperatively amongst the municipalities of this region to
avoid the destructive competition for property taxation and the corresponding decisions that leads to wasteful and
unsustainable development patterns, loss of natural features and productive agricultural lands. To efficiently utilize
available resources and to effectively compete with other economic regions, a cooperative govemance model is
required to advance economic development objectives that benefit all inhabitants of the Windsor-Essex Region.

Neighbourhoods, city and town centres, employment districts, corridors and streets

6. Mixed use, compact, pedestrian-oriented neighbourhoods and city and town centres designed for people, are the
building blocks of healthy, active and vibrant communities. Parks, schools, places of worship, compact pedestrian-
scaled shopping and entertainment districts and employment opportunities situated closer to where people live,
should be easily accessible by foot, bicycle, transit and the automobile.

7. Neighbourhoods should be diverse in land use and population, with a broad range of housing choices being available
for residents from all cultural, social and economic backgrounds.

8. Public places that foster a sense of community pride and well-being and create a sense of place should be
maintained within all neighbourhoods. Schools are important public places that should be sized and located within
neighbourhoods to enable children to safely and conveniently cycle and walk to and from home.

9. Neighbourhoods, city and town centres and employment districts should be provided with a highly interconnected
road network and a balanced transportation system that is designed and built for pedestrians, cyclists, transit, and
automobiles.

10. Shorter block lengths, a finer grain of block sizes, sidewalks, trails, bikeways and five-mlnute walking distances to

neighbourhood activity centres and to transit stops should be provided to encourage healthy active lifestyles, to
reduce energy use and to provide greater independence for those who cannot or chose not to drive automobiles.
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11. Appropriate residential densities and I~ nd uses should be located near transit stops, enabling public transit to become
a more viable option for mobility within our region.

12. Within each community In our region, clearly defined, compact, pedestrian and transit friendly city and town centres
need to be maintained, created and enhanced. These city and town centres are intended to serve as focal points for
civic, commercial, entertainment, and cultural activities. A broad range of employment, housing, civic, shopping and
1~ lsure activities should be available in a compact, attractive, pedestrian-scale, safe and welcoming environment.

13. Public investments need to be made in these city and town centres to support private sector Investment and to create
and maintain the public realm, streetscape and amenities that will cater to and attract ongoing patronage from
residents, business clientele and visitors.

14. Natural lands should be protected, enhanced, and incorporated within planned "greenway" systems, and given
prominence for the benefit of all inhabitants in the surrounding neighbourhood and in the broader region. The
essence of a "greenway" is IInka~ s, connecting wildlife habitat areas to each other, human settlements to other
human settlements, urban to rural areas, waterfront to Inland areas, and people to nature.

15. Employment districts should be located within the region to take advantage of and make full use of all forms of

transportation including rail and multi-modal faciJitles. These districts should be designed and sited within the region
along major transportation corridors, In such a manner as to tie effectively' serviced by appropriate modes of

transportation including public transit.

16. Transportation corridors need to provide viable choices and options that equally accommodate automobile, transit,
cycling and pedestrian infrastructure.

17. The design of a community's street system, as well as the configuration of lots and the siting of buildings, is an

essential part of a community's character. Highly interconnected street systems within our city, towns and villages,
Incorporating sidewalks, trails, biKeways, street trees, landscaped boulevards, appropriate illumination and slgnage,
should be designed and built to create and maintain safe, livable, and healthy places.

18. Streetscapes should be designed to encourage walking, neighbourhood interaction and community safety.

19. Buildings should be designed in the context of the street and block on which they are situated, and they should
incorporate appropriate energy efficient components, architectural elements and landscape features. Local
architecture, climate, history and building practices should guide and influence the design and construction of new

buildings within our region.

20. Historical buildings, neighbourhoods and districts should be preserved, enhanced and passed on to future
generations as a legacy of past accomplishments and successes within the Windsor-Essex Region,

As professional planners, we have a re~ponsibility to provide elected officials, decision-makers, community and
business leaders, and the public at large with sound public policy options and to recommend action strategies that
will improve the quality of our natural and built environments. By signing this document the community planners
whoSe names appear below are committing to uphold, promote and put into practice this statement of principles
that are so important to the future well being of the inhabitants of the Windsor-Essex Region.
