The primary
purpose for the - establishment of wards is to attempt to ensure that the

democratic principle of fair public representation is achieved during municipal
elections and the subsequent governance of the municipality by Council.

Therefore, I cause to be moved that Council direct administration investigate
the forming of a and system for the Town of Amherstburg and obtain
guidance and comments from the Ministry Municipal Affairs regarding this
process, that at least three public meetings be held in an effort to obtain public
input from all residents and that a final report with recommendations be
brought back to Council, in a timely fashion, for a final decision and ready for
the election.
